Turn right. You will see the
Keene’s Crown sign on your
right a few buildings from the
corner.

fix your hair nicely. Do your
makeup or shave. Don’t show
up grungy and expect to look
amazing in your portraits.
They are photographers, not
make-up artists.

Bryn Alan will supply the
official drape or tux for your
senior portrait, but you will
want to bring a favorite outfit
or uniform for your other
poses.
